Father Kranewitter’s brother opened the Black Eagle Hotel in 1863. At one time
it was famous for the large scene painted on the dining-room wall, a collection of
grotesque and horrible representations. It was the work of a Bavarian artist who
usually created religious works, and painted one for St. Aloysius’ using local
models. It is said he worked on the hotel mural when intoxicated, painting the
things he saw in his worst fits of delirium tremens. The mail coach often stopped for
a few minutes so visitors could view the hideous scene, which a later landlord
obliterated with whitewash, believing some of the female figures were too scantily
clad. In 1918 the hotel changed its name from Black Eagle to Sevenhill.
